Dear Dean Dondons

The enclosed correspondence angwers your question as to my
attitude on the Japanese in this country. The entire population
of Japanese, both alien and native born, have heretofore been under
the dominmtion of the Japansse govermment. It was a mistake of the
far leloeation suthority to attempt to bring the Japanese back to
this coast before the war's end. This is partly psychological but
we not have dosens of balloons carrying bosbs being sent over here
from Japan and landing in all parts of the west.

if the Aaseriean born Jeapanese hed not meckly yielded, over
all these years, to the comtrol by the Japanese government, their
position today would have Leen very much strengsr. It is up to the
imsrican born Japanese to qult being subjects of Japan and be loyal
ecitizens of the United itates.

The officials rumning the War Reloeation suthority have
the same fanatical zesl in foreing the Japunese beok before the war's
end, s was displayed by the Freeduan's Sureau in the fouth at the
ond of the Civil War. The Var Nelocstion Authority is spending e
groat deal of money in propagands attecking the people of the Pacifie
Const, nn exauple belng that of Carey Maoiillimms book "Prejudices”
also, the publicationsissued by the Japanese themselves in the
evacuntion cumps, and wiieh, I am teld, are subsidized by this
govermment agency.

There were seventeen Japanese language wchools being run
in this state up to the time of Pearl Harbor. Perhaps you can tell
me why the educstors of this and other states did not exert any
efforts to prevent the operation of such sochools by the Japenece
government. They could have hed sufficient influense to stop 4%
if thoy had wanted to.

Dear Mrs. Kingman:

The Japancse American Citizens League has resumed its ac-
tivities on the West Coast by opening an office in San Francisco
from the 3rd of January, 1945 with Miss Teiko Ishida, our acting
national secretary, in charge.

Our purposes and objectives have been the following:

1. Interpretation and Counseling. This involves inter-
preting present West Coast attitudes and conditions to
prospective resettlers, as well as the attitudes of such
resettlers to interested Caucasians in this area.

This type of activity is also conducted by our repre-
sentative between government agencies and persons of Jap-
anese ancestry as well as other persons, This naturally
makes necessary the maintaining of constant relationships
with government agencies such as the War Relocation Author-
ity, Department of Justice, Immigration Dept., War Depart-
ment, etc.

2. Informal Education. Various organized groups are re-
questing leaders for discussion groups. Our representative
has participated in meetings of YWCA groups, inter-racial
groups and other clubs.

Local newspapers, national press services and the Office
of War Information Special Features Division have all request-
ed our representative to keep them informed on newsworthy
developments concerning resettlsrs.

3. Emergency Situations. Our representative is avallable
for action on emergency situations such as that concerning
the Doi family in Auburn. This type of activity also
serves to some extent the important function of interpre-
tation by allaying undue fears on the part of prospective
resettlers.

For Better Americans in A Greater America
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4, Special Service to Japansese American Servicemen.

Upon request of individual servicemen and veterans or
public relations officers of units or military hospitals,
our representative is meking visits to hospitals or es-
tablishing contacts for such servicemen with returning
Japanese Americans, Our representative reports that the
morale of these servicemen stationed in the West Coast
area is low principally due to restricted social contacts.
The Red Cross in various hospitals are also calling upon
our representative for counsel in techniques of establish-
ing recreational means for veterans of Japanese ancestry.

5. News source for PACIFIC CITIZEN. Much of the Leagues
educational work 1s carried on through this medium. The
circulation is 8200 and these subscribers are scattered
throughout the United States and Hawalil. About 30% (?)

of our circulation is taken by persons of other than Japa-
nese ancestry.

6. Miscellaneous Direct Services. These include arrange=-
ments for temporary housing ana employment offers for pros-
psctive resettlers. Our representative has obtained offers
of temporary housing in homes of local citizens, but when
arrangements for the establishment of hostels are completed,
it is hoped that the service of placing persons in temporary
housing will no longer be required. Furthermore, if and when
the War Relocation Authority policies on employment are fur-
ther liberalized, the JACL should not be required to dupli-
cate these efforts. However, on both services mentioned, it
will be necessary for our office to do some channeling for
some time,

By serving on various community committees, this involves
a certain amount of interpretation. Our representative is
now a member of the following committees; Japanese Resettle-
ment Committee of 3San Francisco Council for Civic Unity,
Housing Committee of the same Council, Housing Committee of
Federal Public Housing administration, Japanese American Com-
mittee of the American Friends Service Committee, YWCA World
Fellowship Committee, Community Relations Committee of Fel-
lowship Church of All Peoples.

7. Re-creation of JACL chapters on inter-racial basis.

As Japanese Americans return to former or to new communi-
ties, the San Francisco office will give full cooperation
toward establishing chapters as & medium of creating healthy
relations between returning persons of Japanese ancestiry and
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community lesaders, groups and other individuals. This
will be the mesans of creating a new and better integrated
pattern of community life, and a sound integration can
only be achisved by starting at a local lsvel.

We realize that as chapters are re-created and develop-
ed, they will be able to assume some of the foregoing av-
tivities now outlined as functions of the national branch
office at San Francisco. Purthermore, with the develop-
ment or resettlement, it is conceivable that the office in
question will be called upon to take on other activities
then those now being undertaken. Bearing these factors in
mind, it is our considered opinion that within two y=ars of
activity our chapters in the Northern California area should
be sufficiently developed to warrant the discontinuance of
& San Francisco office.

With the multitude of problems confronting all psrson of Japa-
nese ancestry desiring to return to their homes on the West Coast ,
we feel that we can contribute towards the welfare of our own group.
At the same time through this organized effort and representation
we are hoping that we will in some measure be of assistance to our
friends and those who believe in equal treatment and fair play for
all persons, regardless of race, color, creed or nationality, in this
country.

In carrying on our activities, we have found that an advisory
board consisting of people interested in our problems has been of
inestimable help. The ramifications of human relations make it di-
fficult for anyone to chart a course without running into difficul-
ties. And our advisory board has given our representative the ne-
cessary advice, support and courage to carry on the work.

We sincerely hope that we shall be abls to solicit your assist-
ance and cooperation by serving as one of the members of the advisory
board of our San Francisco office.

Any further information will be furnished you by Mr., Allen
Blaisdell of the International House, Berkeley, California., He iw
the chairman of the advisory board.
