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NAGASAKI — Japan’s foremost 
authority on atomic radiation died 
Tuesday night—from effects of the 
atom bombing of Nagasaki in 
World War II.

Dr. Takashi Nagai, 43, bedridden 
and doomed to an early death, had 
been recording the effects of atom�
ic radiation on his body.

His medical study, “concepts of 
atomic radiation illness,” is con�
sidered outstanding in the field. 
He also wrote several best-selling 
religious novels for which he re�
ceived an award from Pope Pius 
XII.
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
