Golden Gurley Upham (b. 11-9-1898) graduated in 1918 from the State Normal School in Los Angeles 

and taught at the Cheremoya School in Hollywood from 1919 until retirement in 1959.  She was born 

and raised in Los Angeles by her parents, George Washington Upham and Eliza Weed Upham.
