Thank you for your letter of October 5, 1944 outlin ing 
in detail the facilities that the International Ins titute is 
ready to offer to the JACL when we are ready to res ume activities 
in San Francisco.

Since writing to you previously we have received ou r travel 
permits from the Western Defense Command which allo w us to be in 
San Francisco from October 21 to October 24. Our co nference 
date of October 25 has been confirmed by General Bo nesteelfs 
staff. I have suggested to Mr. Kido that he return to Salt Lake 
City by the 19th, and our train reservations have b een made on 
the Challenger leaving Salt Lake City 8:00 A. M* Oc tober 20, 
due to arrive in San Francisco 10:50 A. M. the foll owing morning. 
I believe Mr* Kido will take advantage of the sleep ing quarters 
available at the institute while I am making plans to stay with 
friends.

Major Middleton of General Bonesteel*s staff has in formed 
us that we may make any arrangements we wish to mee t with the 
iiU, the Ccra&ittee on American Principles and Fair  Play and any 
other group interested in the future of Japanese Am ericans. In 
view of this favorable indication, I think it would  be helpful 
if we might meet on Sunday the 22nd with representa tives of the 
committee, some of our bay region sponsors and any other 
individuals you feel would contribute any ideas.

Last week I received a letter from Miss Ingell sayi ng 
that she received our trunk from you which she was 
bringing with her to us here at Topaz. I am writing  
to thank you sincerely for doing us this great favo r, 
and also at the same time wish to express our deep 
appreciation and thanks to you for storing.the rest  
of our baggage at your basement until such time as we 
may be able to call for them.

In her letter, Miss Ingell said that her sister (wh om 
she sent to your home to pick up our trunk), told h er 
that your basement had been flooded. I had heard th at 
a deluge of rainstorms had wreaked havoc with many of 
the homes on the Berkeley hills, and had hoped that  you 
were not among those unfortunate ones. I was sorry to 
hear that you had not been spared, and do hope that  the 
water was confined to your basement only, and that the 
rest of your lovely home was not damaged at all.

I hate to trouble you about our things, as it is en ough 
that you are keeping them for us, but I must ask an other 
great favor of you, Mrs. Fletcher.

I talked with Chief of Police Raymond Wallace 
in Fresno last week relative to the subject 
matter of your letter to me of September 11.
Chief Wallace, who seems to be to be a very 
fair minded man with his feet completely on 
the ground, said that no incident of that kind 
had been reported to him, and that when a Nisei 
came into Fresno he gave instructions in advance 
that anyone who annoyed them would be immediately 
arrested for disturbing the peace.

The F.B.I. man in Fresno confirmed Chief Wallace^ 
statement that no disturbance of any kind had 
been brought to their official attention. I 
think the law enforcement officers in the City 
of Fresno are really on the job and was delighted 
to find this to be the fact.

The 

only exceptions' which may be made in the light of this po l icy  apply to 

specifically trained language a n d ■' intelligence pe rsonnel and to enlisted 

men of limited service physical classifications who o riginated in and are 

being transferred to Hawaii for assignment or dischar ge.
