I thereupon wrote him for an explanation, saying in part, that if sup=
port of the Bill of Rights, etc. was subversive, thenwe were gulity.

His reply is the enclosed addressed to Miss Cosgrave of Freson and my-
self, respectively,

The question is, Shall we comply with the request made in his last
paragraph to me, marked in reds?

Will you kindly send your counsel on the matter to Mrs, Kingmen, If
their Committee is trustw?rbhy, I suppose the request should be granted,
Some things that Senator Temney, especially, has said raised doubts

in my mind, and I know that Mrs. Kingmen feels much the same. But per=
haps we need not concern ourselves with their motives or even their in-
tegrity, unless they could make trouble for same of our members, obher
than those whose names are available anyhow, on this letterhead,

Dear Mr. Fisher:

This is in reply to your letter of 18 May 19LL,
addressed to the Secretary of War, concerning the exclusion
of persons of Japanese ancestry from the West Coast.

The War Department appreciates very much your offer
of cooperation in the event a program should be put into
effect for the return of these persons to the West Coast.

The exclusion of persons of Japanese ancestry from the West
Coast in the spring of 1942 was carried out because it was

required by military necessity. This does not mean that the
ﬁE%\ﬁé5hrtﬁént’ﬁGhsitEseé’tﬁEf‘El1 persons of Japanese de-
scent were disloyal, but merely, that, in the emergency, mass
" evacuation was the only action which could be taken.

The situation is under the constant study of the
War Department due to the changing military situation, and
you can be assured that these persons will not be kept from
the West Coast any longer than military necessity requires.

Dear Mr. freeman:

I have before me your letter of February 29, 1944, in which
you say:

"I am glad to have my imﬁression corrected that you are
in favor of upholding the doctrine of the divinity of
the Emperor of Japan."

Today there has come to me a copy of your letter of January
24, 1944, to Mrs, Ruth Kingman, Secretary of the Pacific Coast
Committee for American Principles and ¥air Play, in which you
state in paragraph five:

"I disagree with the doctrine being enunciated by Am-
bessador Joseph Grew that this Nation should uphold
and exert its official influence to support and main-
tain the principles of the divinity of the Emperor of
Japan.”

Permit me to say emphatically that I have never, directly
or indirectly enunciated the dGoctrine that this nation should up-
hold and exert its official .nfluence to support and maintain the
principles of the divinity of the Emperor of Japan. I have never
believed in 2nd do not now believe in such 2 doctrine. I emphati-
cally agree with your statement to Mrs., Kingman that "Ve can only
insure peace in the Pacific by the wiping out of the Fascist gang-
sters who control the Japanese Governmment", and I have publicly
expressed this opinion all over the country.

In view of the fact that Mrs, Kingmen has had printed copies
made of your letter to her of January 24 and has circulated such
coples to the members of the Pacific Goast 4dvisory Board of the
Committee on American Principles and Yair Play, among whom 1 find the
names of personal friends, I trust that in 21l fairness you will con-
sider it proper to inform MUrs. Kingman of the fallacy of your state-
ment to her under rcference and to request her similarly to inform
those persons to whom she circulated the copy of your letter. It
will be appreciated if you will send me a copy of your letter to
Mrs. Kingman and if you will let me know in due course whether
Mrs. Kingman will t=2ke the suggested action.
