Dear Mr. Fisher,

You may perhaps recall having spoken to the University�
of C alifornia Y.M.W. C.A. Race Relations group some time fearlier�
this semester. I  was associated with that group as a member of�
i t s executive committee and am s t i l l  appreciative of your fine�
co:operation and active participation in the movement for better�
race relations.

Owing to evacuation of the Berkeley area I  was forced to�
leave for home, which is in Zone 2. I  was very much disturbed�
upon my arrival here to find the people in a very bad state of�
demoralization. I t  seems that the local Camber of Commerce and�
other dignitaries are anxious to have a l l  of the remaining J apa�
nese removed from £ulare *ounty, and no doubt from the rest of�
the state. The heAvy Influx of migrant J apanese has created�
much of a problem,with most of them s t i l l  idle, waiting for the�
grapes to be ready for harvesting. Very recently the supervisor�
of aulare bounty recommended to Governor Olson that a l l  of the�
J apanese be removed from Tulare County. You are no doubt fa�
m iliar with the details. c

A short time ago, Governor Olson, whom I  understood to be�
honorary chairman of the Committee for Fair Play, spoke here in�
Reedley and gave "every assurance" that he would clear the J aps�
out of the state. He promised that he would take the matter up�
with Lt. General DeWitt, and according to the newspapers, he has�
done so, although we have not as yet heard of the outcome.

Would i t  a l i a l i  be possible for you, Mr. Fisher, to present�
a more sympathetic case to the Army? Evacuation has been enough�
of an injustice so far. To go any furthur would mean no lim it�
for sim iliar reprisals to be taken against any rac ial, reli ôus�
or poli t ic al minority. The Army has already established thè zones�
which i t  has deemed m ilitari ly  important. We now have shoddy�
politic ians trying to influence the Amy into declaring other areas�
restricted for reasons other than m ilitary.

I f  you have any acquaintance at a l l  with Tulare County and its�
reactionary politic ians, i t  is very understandable how such measures�
would come about. Portervi lle, from where the most agitation arises,�
is notorious as an antl:Orièntal town. No j&Panese are allowed to�
reside there. Tulare County is a stronghold of the Associated�
Farmers who have always agitated against the J apanese. The Uapanese�
have developed the barren wastes in eastern Tulare County and have�
now made i t  one of the richest vegetable producing distric ts in the�
state. Many, of course, have acquired wealth and property —  this�
now seems to be the bone of contention.

I  sincerely hope that you w i l l  act upon ^iq^gged ^t ely .

but are equ ally determined and assured that the action  sh all not 
con stitu te a precenent; and' that everyth ing that can be done, be 
done, now and in  the fu tu re* to make up, so far  as possib le, fo r  
the in evitab le hardships, unhappiness and psych ological scars 
su ffered by the loya l J apanese Americans who are u nfortu nately 
In volved.

I t  i s  rath er la te to acknowledge the receip t of your very 
in terestin g statement o f May 18th.

Dr. Hedrick also sent me the communications of Dr. Sproul 
addressed to Henry A. Wallace, J ohn H. Tolan and President 
R oosevelt. I  am wondering i f  there have been any new develop�
ments in  regard to any of your or h is  suggestions.

For more than a week I  have been tryin g to arrange an in terview 
with Mayor Bowron. I t  i s  now postponed u n ti l  Wednesday a fter �
noon. I  had intended to w ite you a fter  seeing him. That is  
par tly why I  have delayed.

There i s  nothing especially new here, except that we seem con�
stan tly to be figh tin g wild rumors regarding our reception  centers 
or events in  the Far E ast. One poor school pr in cipal here got 
h er self in to great d i ff i c u l ty  by addressing a mimeographed let ter  
to the parents of the ch ildren . She suggested that toys and books 
should be provided for  the J apanese ch ildren . But to strengthen 
her appeal she reported that the J apanese were greatly underfed, 
and that "the younger ch ildren  crawl over the tables seeking to 
fin d  scraps o f food which may have been l e f t . "  This was said of 
Santa An ita. Of course, several of us had to deny such a state�
ment, but as the pu blic relation s  d irector  of Santa An ita had 
told  me over the phone "th is  report has probably already been 
pr in ted in  the Tokio newspapers."

My dear Dr. Gills

Hr. Galen Fisher has asked me to send you a short report of the trip X�
made over a portion of the state, in the interest of the J apanese evacuees.�
While I  was gone for only two weeks, and made hut ten stops, I  feel sure�
that the project, as it developed from day to day, was entirely worth while.

The first stop was in Stockton, where I  talked with Professor George Colliver�
of the College of the Paelfie, who is one of the leaders in the group whieh�
has been assisting the J apanese of Stockton. He assured me that much was�
being done to help them with their property problems and that a cordial relat�
ionship existed between the church groups, at least, and the J apanese. I �
urged that the College of the Pacific take the initiative in cooperating with�
the Recreational and Educational directors of the Assembly Center. I  lynched�
with Ted Ohashi, the local President of the J .A.C.L., and he verified what�
Dr. Colliver said. X had hoped to be able to institute some sort of canteen�
service at the entrance of the Assembly Center on the day of embarkation, but�
as the Center skirts the town, it was not deemed practicable.

From Stockton I  went to Sacramento, where I  talked with Professor Tyler of�
Sacramento J unior College. He felt that the organisation in Sacramento, under�
the leadership of Raymond Grant, was giving fine assistance. After urging him,�
as faculty member of the College, to keep in mind any possible cooperation�
with the Assembly Center, I called Wesley Ford and talked to him at length. He�
assured me that the church women's organisations were working on the program�
and although evacuation was in progress, would consider what could be done to�
set up a canteen service.

In Fresno I  met with the Fair Play Cosmittee and was able to persuade them to�
incorporate in their already fine plans, the issuing of a "statement* somewhat�
like that put out by Berkeley, Oakland, and Hayward groups, and the setting up�
of a canteen service. I  was altogether delighted with the amount of friendli�
ness found in and about Fresno, toward the J apanese.

While my headquarters were in Fresno, I  made a trip to Reedley, and to Parlier,�
where I spent a fine day with some Berkeley J apanese and members of the local�
J .A.C.L. I  was fortunate in talking with Dr. MacLaughlln, President of Reedley�
J unior College and with J ohn Fairweather J r., editor of the local newspaper.�
They both assured me that the situation in and around Reedley was not at all as�
the state press indicated, and that the J apanese there are, on the whole, liked�
and respected. They admitted, of course, that the influx of newcomers, result�
ing from the February voluntary evacuation,hhad complicated the situation, but�
considered that the local J apanese had things well in order.

From Fresno I  watt on down to Pasadena, where I  met with representatives of�
several groups of League of Women Voters, who were having their Annual State�
Convention in Los Angeles. They were greatly Interested in what we are doing,�
as they are studying the possibility of voting on the elimination of the



Exclusion Act* X spoke to a masting of the Pomona Valley League of�
Women Voters on the subject or the J apanese migration* and feel that�
the contact vac most worthwhile*

The Friends Service Committee had the situation "well in hand" in�
Pasadena* and helped with disposal of property as well as with fins�
canteen service at the times of entrainment* In Los Angeles the thing�
was so far along that I  did not try to get in touch "��@�anyone other�
than Dr* George Gleason* with shorn I  had a fine imfcbewi ew on the whole�
picture in Los Angeles* He obtained permission for me to go then Santa�
Anita and accompanied me on my tour thru that Center* Dr* Gleason spoke�
most highly of come of the Los Angelos ehursh groups* but more particular*»�
ly cf the fin# work dono by the International Institute in assisting the�
evacuees*

From Los Angeles I  went out to Claremont* where I  was fortunate in being�
able to talk with W*F* Woodard* lately from J apan* and Dr* Theodore Hume*�
who is trying hard to incorporate some service to the J apanese*inThbeFoaom�
Bombs* Center in hie ehursh program* In Claremont I  talked with student�
lead ere of the Associated Students of Pomona Coll ego and urged them to�
offer a varied and full program of cooperation to the Recreational and�
Educational directors of the Center* X feel that they will keep at it�
until they may possibly be able to create a unique type of relationship�
between Center and eeomunity* Among the recommendations made was that�
the College volunteer to put on � � � � dross rehearsals for dramatic and�
musical productions ae programs for the center* I  also suggested that�
they create and maintain libraries for different age groups ae well ae�
Sunday Sohde£ libraries*

My last day was spent in Riverside* where* from the homo of Ralph Scott*�
U*S*0* Director for Camp Hahn* I  called Dr* E llis* the Congregational�
minister* He came to the Scott home and after an @ =��G� conference* he�
took mo to the home of Mrs* C*£* Bear* president of the Council of Church�
Women* I  explained at length the thing we were interested in doing in�
the control sent ore during evacuation* and as the first military orders�
had net as yet been posted in that area* there was plenty ef time to organ»�
ise any project* I  had expected to gochoto San Bernardino* but Mrs* Bear�
assured me that there was a close lineup between the women's groups in the�
two cities* and that she would see that the program was carried out in both�
communities* Day before yesterday I  had word from her saying that all ef�
the J apanese in the area had been given transportation when needed* and�
Dhfrt&mXirha$eh4eadeimf bff with drgmettevord and hot tea and cakes*

This is a rather sketchy report* X fear* but I  did want to tell you what�
X had doue* My train fare and hotel aeeomodatione* plus a few inter�
community phone calls* amounted to $43*75* Ae Mr* fie her advanced me�
$50*00* I  st i ll held the remainder* which he instructs me to keep for�
future nee*

I f there is any further Information I  can give you* will you kindly ask mo?�
I  greatly appreciated the opportunity of making the trip and only hope�
that I  can go further afield someday* using moms ef the experience I  have�

Further to my let ter  of th is  morning, I  wish to report 
to you that the best possible contact you could make is  the man known as 
Mr. R in gle, attached to the o ffi c e of the United States Naval In tel l igen ce, 
Room© 5 of the Van Nuys B u ilding, at the corner of Spring and 7th S treets, 
Los Angeles. Mr. R in gle, in  my opin ion, has more complete knowledge of 
the a c t iv i t ies  of loya l N isei than any other in dividu al on the P ac i fic  
coast. I  would suggest that you arrange fo r  Mrs. Buwalda, who is  known 
to him, to c a l l  upon Mr. R in gle, and i t  may be possible that he would be 
in  a position  to provide you with some in dication  of in formation  along 
the l i l ies  desired.

I  have personal knowledge of fa i r l y  active groups of 
N isei, who have done more towards fu rth er in g the in terest of the United 
States by discoverin g and reporting upon dangerous J apanese in dividu als, 
tjaan;have cer tain  other organ izations. In  one case I  know o f,  a N isei 
was solely and d ir ect ly  responsible for  the capture of a J apanese sub�
marine commander in  Los Angeles. The commander h imself was unknown to 
any o f f i c i a l  American organ ization . I  am tel l in g you th is  in  confidence 
because n eith er the N isei nor the tran saction  can be divu lged without 
im per il l in g the l i f e  of the J apanese informant in  question.

Many other N isei have done sim ilar  tasks and I  may 
say to th eir  cr ed it, that in  no case known to me has any N isei in  Western 
America done such acts in  retu rn  fo r  money, but have been motivated by 
th eir  loya lty on ly to the United S tates.

As to any representations which may at any time have 
been made to General De W itt, I  have no knowledge, but I  w i l l  be very much 
surprised indeed i f  such representations have not been made.

I acknowledge receipt of your letter of J anuary <<2
Of course, I recall your visit here and my talk with you about
the J apanese problem. 1 also recall the statement which you
attribute to me* It is correct. I will admit that the announce�
ment by the War Department was a long time being publicized�
but I am sure by this time you have seen it in the daily papers;
and for your information I transmit the mimeograph press release
which was issued on the date of its announcement by the Secret�
tary of War.

I suppose you are familiar with the general interest�
that is being displayed in the J apanese question at the present�
time. In addition to the War Department’s action in organiz�
ing this combat team, the War Relocation Authority is, I am ad�
vised, moving with some speed on the problem of segregation.
In addition, the subcommittee of the Senate Military Affairs�
Committee is conduCoting hearings on a bi ll which proposes to�
transfer the administration of the centers from the War Reloca�
tion Authority to the War Department.

With all of this activity going on it seems certain�
that some material developments for the good of the loyal J apanese�
will be forthcoming. While, of course, the War Department is�
primarily concerned with the development of its combat team,�
nevertheless, i f  you willnote in the last paragraph of the press�
release, other considerations infecting the J apanese are also�
being implemented.

ure or i f you have some other way to propose, in organizing�
a Fair Play Committee in your State.

In Los Angeles and in Pasadena, I secured the names of�
prominent and influential persons in the communities whose�
sponsorship of a proféct WDuld be reassuring to the city as�
a whole, and most Specifically,to >thè persons who might be�
a bit timid without that reassurance, but who would probably�
be valuable to t he Committee.
