The purpose of this statement is to summarise the proceedings
of thé Procurement Conference heldlat; San Francisco on;.Monday,
September 7#]|

Generally, the purpose of the meeting wasto instruct Procure~
ment O fficers as to the use of the unlimited authority!for
procurement, which is now being allocated to Project Directors.
The major subject of discussion was the Inability of our
organisations |to submit proper documents whereby- the vendors §
could receive reimbursement for goods delivered. Particular
stress was placed on the importance of clearing the receipt of
merchandise as' soon: as-; It was re cel

During the course of the meeting, the confere.&ce endeavored

to follow the complete flow of*a requisition. 1 particularly
noted during this discussion, that the various projects repre-
sented were invariably using different proceduresjjjfor instance,
in one case the Property Control Section of the project did not
see the requisition until Ifter the Procurement Officer had
determined the method of purchase. Several recommendations were
made by various officials and fortunately,ftf was able-to report
that the Gila River .Project was adequately fulfilling all -
requirements stipulated*

Outside of the meeting, | had a discussion with Colonel Toy
regarding the procurement, locally,Jof perishables, specifically
bread, butter, milk, eggs and fresh vegetables# Not only was
heiln accordance with my theory regarding our ability to handle”
these function«!locally, but hl|jstated that the Quartermaster
had been so burdened recently by exigency demanda from the Army
that more than 1llicely they would insist that the WRA assume®
the Immediate procurement of its perishables#

correlating property, procurement,; and warehousing act!vitlea#'
He indicated that in soae projecta property andRWarehouaing
had been transferred to the Administrative Division and thatjj]
the Procurement Offloerlhad been;designated by "the Senior ||
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Administrative Officer to direct these activities. Mr* Mills
stated that if it were agreeable with the officials of this
project, he favored the rearrangement of lines of authority in
this manner. That Is, to place the responsibility of ware-1
housing, which in the past has been the responsibility of thef
Transportation and Supply. O fficer, under the Administrative
Division, and directly attach it to a bonded property officer* fl
I gathered from .the conversation that there had been contro-
versies regarding who should be thé bonded property offleerilS
Apparently some projects feel that it should not be attached

to procurement activities; other projects feel that since the

He stated that it was very difficult to
Obtain priority ratings for the recapping or purchase of new
tiré s'and; thatiatftthe same time, since manufacturers huave? |
ceased replacement parts production,, extreme difficulty would
be encountered sooner or later, in the purchase of repair parts.
He said that plans were in the making whereby”Individual pro-
jects would be given a priority rating quarterly. The procedure
would be, as | understood it, to execute anticipated requirement
forms,. PAD 408,ifor a 90 day period* This would be approved or
disapproved by the War Production Board and a priority rating
assigned to it,Jand the Project Director so Informed.

To sum up the accomplishments of the meeting, briefly, we con-
centrated oh means by which we coula utilise unlimited open
market authority without a specific priority rating.If Actuallyjfe
there were few suggestions which, "In my opinion, will facilitate
procurement locally* Jifjustify this by the fact that we were!
instructed to apply for priority ratings by individual purchase,
which In reality saves very little time over previous reqiisi-
tioning procedure. However,! did specifically ask whether

we could make this application directly to the CentralAdminis-
trative Services and was informed that there was no objection

to this procedure » O fficials from the Central Administrative
Services informed us that effective October 1, the Procurement”
O fficer (f a«ob project will be given full authority to theg



extentithat he will be allowed to make full award up to and
Including $20,000# In the meantime, we were instructed to
solicit competitive bids by use of Form .1033, if our purchases
exceed $500, and attach these competive bids to the fiscal copy
of the purchase order|gj These Formal1033 would not constitute

a formal contract but would be merely a means of competitive
solicitation of bids*lI|

Since the meeting was for onlyj,a one day periodjlXIdid not, for
obvious reasons, have sufficient time to discuss all of the
pertinent difficulties experienced on this project# | was
pleased to be informed that the Gila Elver Project was, at the
present time*: 'leaning their purchase orders with sufficient |
accuracy for;vendors to be paid without difficulty#
